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Aims and Objectives of the New Curriculum

Reasons for the New English Curriculum

· The New Curriculum is a response to the growing importance of English in the information age and global economy.

· At the moment, China is educating students who can read well, but cannot communicate effectively in face-to-face situations.

The learning environment

· The New Curriculum promotes task-based learning, which gives students a chance to use English as often as possible.

· Language learners are more likely to internalize grammar, if they are given the chance to use the language in real-life situations.

· We learn languages in order to communicate. So, it makes sense that students practice communicating with each other.

The role of the teacher, and teaching materials

· Sometimes it is important for the teacher to give the whole class some useful information. But, usually it is best if students do more talking than the teacher (in English, hopefully!)

· The New Curriculum gives teachers the freedom to be flexible, and “put students at the center of the curriculum.” Teachers might have to adapt the textbook to make learning more interesting and relevant to their students’ lives.

· The New Curriculum advises teachers to make active use of audio-visual material, print media, and the Internet.

Students’ personal development

· The New Curriculum emphasizes the development of students’ cooperative skills, moral integrity, and learner-autonomy.

· The New Curriculum is designed to encourage students to be imaginative and creative. These skills are especially useful in learning foreign languages.

A Year in England as a Language Assistant

The Opportunity to go to England

I have been teaching English in a senior high school in Nanjing for the last two decades. In 2002 the head teacher and deputy head teacher of a secondary school in Sheffield visited our school. Sponsored by the British Council, they were seeking to set up a link with a Chinese school. The visit went very well, and as a result, both sides set up an annual exchange programme. As a result, I was given the chance to become a language assistant in England for one year.

Arrival and Impressions of Life in the School

My first week at Meadowhead School was very exciting and challenging. I was shown to the different parts of the school getting to know the staff and the students. I attended all sorts of lessons, such as maths, science, religion, history, art, technology and language lessons. I was surprised to see the students behave so freely in class. You could see none of the strict discipline that is common in Chinese schools. They could speak out whatever they thought and raise all kinds of questions. Naughty students disturbed the lessons, and it took the teachers’ great efforts to control them. But when it came to the point that interested them, the students could become very attentive. 
到达英国和英国学校生活的印象

我在Meadowhead学校的第一周充满了兴奋和挑战。校方带我参观了学校的各个部门，认识了学校的工作人员和学生。我观摩了各个学科的课程，比如数学、科学、宗教、历史、艺术、科技和语言课程。看到学生在学校里自由的表现真的让我很惊讶，在这里看不到像中国学校那样普遍存在的严格的纪律。学生们可以在课堂上任意说出他们的想法，并且可以提各种问题。调皮的学生会打乱课堂秩序，老师们也要花很大的力气去管理他们。但是当遇到他们感兴趣的问题时，这些调皮的学生又会变得很专心。

Comparing Chinese and English Teaching

The teachers talk less than teachers in China, even though the lessons last much longer (70 minutes per period). In England, the role of the teacher is to set the students thinking and finding the solutions themselves. They must create all kinds of methods to keep the students interested all the time. It was unthinkable if you wanted the British children to behave like our Chinese students in class, who could sit quietly throughout the lessons, listening to the teachers, and doing whatever their teachers tell them to. The teachers in the UK schools have to change their way of teaching frequently to attract the students’ attention. It seemed they had more freedom to design and prepare their teaching plans. They spent less time at school, (from 8am to 3pm or so) but worked more efficiently. They were so fully occupied at school that you seldom saw them chatting or doing something that didn’t concern with their work. They even didn’t have such office rooms with their own desks and chairs, only a staffroom to sit in during the breaks. They prepared their teaching at home.

对比中国和英国的教学

英国的教师讲的比中国的教师少，即使他们的一节课要70分钟。在英国，教师的角色是帮助学生思考和让他们自己解决问题。教师们必须设计出各种各样的教学方法使学生一直感兴趣。如果你想让英国学生表现的像中国学生一样，一节课安静的坐在那里，听老师讲，做老师让他们做的事情，这简直是难以置信的。英国的教师要不停的转变他们的教学方式来吸引学生的注意力。教师们看起来有很大的自由度设计和准备他们的教学计划。他们待在学校的时间很短，从早晨8点到下午3点，但是他们工作的效率非常高。他们在学校时非常投入，很少看到聊天或者做与工作无关的事情。他们甚至没有配备桌椅的办公室，而只有一个在休息时能坐一会的员工休息室，所以他们通常在家备课。

My Work

I ran two Chinese clubs and went to some primary schools to add some Chinese influence to their teaching. The students who came to my lessons didn’t necessarily come to learn the language. But they were interested in Chinese culture, like food, martial arts and so on. They would ask me all kinds of questions about China. They were always filled with curiosity. I often started my lessons with some stories about China and then asked them if they wanted to know how to say this or that in Chinese so as to divert their attention to the language itself. As for the younger children in primary schools they liked games and paper-folding very much. I taught them a bit of Chinese, like how to greet people in China and then let them play games in Chinese. When I told them stories about Chinese zodiac animal signs of the Chinese lunar years, the children were very interested in finding their animal signs and drawing the pictures. They were very happy to learn how to say these animals and the numbers in Chinese. Chinese characters always appealed to the children. Each time I finished showing them how to write some they always asked for more. 

我的工作 

我组织两个汉语俱乐部并且去一些小学协助汉语教学。来上我课的学生并不一定是来学语言的，但他们对中国文化感兴趣，比如说中国美食等。他们会问与中国有关的各种问题，总是充满了好奇心。我一上课总会讲一些有关中国的故事，然后再问他们他们是否想知道这些用汉语怎样表达，我想通过这样的方式来吸引他们对语言的注意力。因为小学年级稍小的学生喜欢做游戏和折纸，所以我只教他们很少的汉语，如如何用汉语和别人打招呼，然后再让他们用汉语做游戏。 当我告诉他们中国的属相的故事，他们对找到他们自己的属相非常感兴趣，并且还画画。他们都非常想知道如何用汉语来说这些动物和数字。中国的汉字也非常吸引学生，每一次我教完他们生字词，他们又会问更多的。

Teaching English in China – Some Problems

Generally speaking, teaching Chinese in the UK schools is totally different from teaching English here in China. When you put the language and its culture together, the language sounds more meaningful to the children, and therefore arouses their interest to learn. The English textbooks for our students have improved a lot in this aspect, but there is still much room for further reform. The objective of the New Curriculum is to develop the students’ English skills in real life situations. But usually the aim of our students learning English is quite simple – to gain high scores in exams, especially the National University Entrance Exams. So, teachers focus more on the students’ exam skills, rather than cultivating their practical ability to use English. Grammar and language points have always been the main teaching content. Therefore, organizing interactive activities in class seems pointless compared with the good results in tests. Besides, some teachers themselves need to be trained to speak fluent English to meet the requirements of the new curriculum. Sending teachers to English-speaking countries to experience the teaching and life is really worthwhile. I benefited a lot from my own experiences in the UK.
中国的英语教学问题 
总的来说，英国学校的汉语教学是完全不同于中国的英语教学。只有将语言和文化联系起来，语言对于学生来说才更有意义，才能引起他们学习语言的兴趣。中国的英语教科书在这个方面已经开进很多了，但是还是有很大的改革空间。“新课程”的目标是发展学生在实际生活中的英语技能，但是通常我们的学生学习英语的目的却很简单――在考试中得高分，尤其是在高考中得高分。所以，教师们更关注学生的考试技能，而不是培养他们实际运用英语的能力，语法和语言点永远是教学的主要内容。所以，相对于要在考试中取得好成绩，在课堂中组织交互式的活动似乎就没有意义了。另外，一些教师自身也需要加强英语口语的培训，以贴近新课程的要求。派教师去讲英语的国家感受教学和生活是非常有意义的，英国的体验也使我受益匪浅。

Ideas for teaching vocabulary
There are many ways to introduce new words.

Here are some of them:

· Draw a picture to show what the word means

· Use real objects to show what the word means
· Say the word clearly and write it on the board

· Give examples in English of how the word is used

· Ask questions using the new word

· Get the class to repeat the word together

· Translate the word into Chinese

· Ask the students to translate the word into Chinese

Which ways do you use?

You must decide which words are the most important for all students to learn ( we call these the key words).

You should practice the key words in different ways so the students can use them as much as possible.

When you move on to a new topic, you should try to use the key words which they already know, alongside the new words.

What can you use to help you?
Here are some ideas:

Real objects

Your classroom is full of real objects but you can bring things in such as fruit, vegetables, and small items from home
The blackboard 

You can draw pictures on the blackboard. If you think are not very good at drawing, there is a sheet in your pack to help you.
Flashcards

Flashcards can have words or pictures on them. If you make them on card you can share them with your colleagues and use them again and again.
Pictures and charts

You can draw pictures on the blackboard or on flashcards or you can use pictures or photos from books. Charts are very useful to tell a story or show a sequence of events
Yourself

You are very important. You can help your students with your gestures actions and facial expressions. 
Simple Games to use in the Classroom

There are lots of simple games you can use in the classroom to help students practice English. 

Here are some ideas but there are more around the training room for you to try. 

What is it?

You describe something to the class and they try to guess what it is? 

For example, 

“It is an animal. It is small and it is black and white” 

If no one guesses correctly a more clues are given
Who is it?

Use the same idea but describe a person. This could be a teacher or a student or even a famous person.

Where is it?

Use the same idea but describe a place.

For example,

“It’s in Beijing and there are lots of animals there”
“It’s close to our school and it has a lake”
What am I doing?

Ask one of the students to come to the front and give him a piece of paper with a simple activity written on it. He mimes the activity but must not say anything and the other students try to guess what he is doing. 

I can see …. 

You choose something you can see in the room. 

For example, if you choose a chair you say  “ I can see something in this room beginning with C “ The students then have to guess what it is. The student who guesses correctly chooses the next word and the other students have to guess what it is.
Mixed- up words (Anagrams)

Write some words on the board but put the letters in the wrong order.

For example if you are teaching about animals in the zoo you could write:

ONLI 

RIEGT

REAB

MALEC
PELAHNTE
NADPA

Make sure you use some easy words for the weaker students and some difficult words for the stronger students

Odd one out

In this game students must find the word which is different to the others and say why it is different. 

For example

1. bedroom 

bathroom

classroom

kitchen
living room

2. coat

socks

shoes

chair

hat


Bingo


Give the students a list of 15-20 key words which you want them to practice.
Draw a grid of 9 squares on the blackboard and ask the students to copy it. 

	
	
	

	
	
	

	
	
	


Then ask them to write a different word from the list in each square. (They choose the words themselves)

Read the words out one at a time in any order. If the students hear a word on their grid they must cross it out. The first person to cross out all the words on their grid shouts “Bingo”. That student is the winner.

Simon says

You tell the class to do something.

For example you tell them to stand up

If you say “ Simon says ‘ Stand up’” the class must do what you say．

BUT if you do not say “Simon says …” before your instruction they must not do what you say.

Basic Steps for Pair Work
1. Set up the activity. Explain what the students must do, give an example and demonstrate with some students.
2. Check everyone understands.
3. Show students who to work with and check everyone has a partner.
4. Start the pair work. Check everyone has started working. Go round the class to check again that everyone has a partner.
5. Monitor the pair work. Make sure students know that you are paying attention. Move around the class, listen carefully to students. Encourage and praise students if you think they need it. Quickly work with different pairs, (especially weak students) and move round quickly. Note down any mistakes, don’t interrupt the students to correct them.
6. Stop the pair work. Don’t wait for everyone to finish – judge when the right time to end the activity is. Don’t let students get bored or start talking about other things.
7. Correct common mistakes (if necessary)
8. Choose some pairs to show what they did.

VSO INSETT, Ch.9
Organising Pair and Group Work
Many exercises in English language books are designed so that students can work in pairs. By having students talk to each other, you increase the amount of time students are actually using the new language. This helps prevent boredom and provides a lot of practice in a short amount of time.

You may assign students partners or allow them to choose their own. Student pairs may be seated sise-by-side or across from each other. Before beginning a paired activity, be sure everyone understands the meaning of the vocabulary words and knows exactly how to proceed. For example, you could ask one student to repeat the instructions to the whole class (in Chinese, if necessary). It is usually a good idea to explain new words and present a sample exchange between yourself and a student.

你可以为学生分配搭档， 也可以让他们自己选择。结果学生既可以并排坐。在开展结对活动之中， 要确保每个人都理解词汇的意义并知道活动如何进行。例如：你可以让一个学生为全班同学重复你进行活动的说明 （如果有必要的话，学生可以用汉语）。 这样也会很好，先解释生词并于一个学生演示对话给他/她做个示范。
As the pairs work, move around the classroom checking their progress and offering assistance as needed. Later you may wish to have some pairs perform their conversations for the whole class. This provides further oral practice as well as an opportunity for other students to ask questions about specific language points if they wish.

Sometimes students are also asked to work in small groups. This allows them to talk more informally and it also fosters a sense of cooperation in the classroom. The easiest way to form groups is to have some students turn around to face the ones in the row behind. However, to ensure that groups are not always the same, you may wish to group students based on when their birthdays are, what letter their first names start with or what color clothes they are wearing (can you think of other ways to group your students?). As with pair work, be sure everyone understands the new vocabulary and check to be sure that all students understand how to complete the activity. For example, you could ask one student to repeat the instructions to the whole class (in Chinese, if necessary).

有时学生也可以组成小组进行对话。小组活动能让他们更加自由的交谈，还能在课堂中培养合作意识。组建小组最简单的方法是让前面的学生转过来和后面的学生面对面。但是，为了避免小组成员的重复，你可以让学生按照生日、名字的首字母、它们所穿的衣服的颜色分组 (你能想出其他的让学生分小组的方法吗？)。与结对活动一样，要确保每个人理解新的词汇并知道如何完成该活动。例如：你可以让一个学生为全班同学重复你进行活动的说明 （如果有必要的话，学生可以用汉语）。
Once the students are in groups, help them choose a group reporter to report back to the class, if necessary. You may also wish to assign a group leader whose job is to keep everyone involved in the task at hand. Be sure to set a time limit on the activity. It is also a good idea to give students a warning a minute or two before the time is up.

学生一旦组成小组，如果有必要的话，帮助他们选出一个汇报员向全班汇报。你可能也会指定一个小组长来督促每个人都参与到眼下的任务中。一定要为活动设定一个时间限度。时间快到的一两分钟时提醒学生一下也是个好主意。
In large classes you may wish to have groups report back to each other (or perform conversations for each other) instead of having them talk to the whole class. Afterward, you can conduct a summary review by inviting group leaders to tell the answers their group arrived at or by having several members of each group perform a conversation for the whole class.

Working with mixed-ability classes
In a large mixed ability class it can be difficult to make sure that the work is suitable for all the students. Sometimes the task is too easy for the stronger  students and too difficult for the weaker students.
Here are some ideas to help your students to work at their own level.
Use “as many as you can”
Ask students to do “as many as you can” or “as much as can”. 

You can also do this with a time limit. For example, “Write down the names of as many animals as you can in 2 minutes”
Use “at least”
For example, if you have given the class 5 questions to answer but you ask them to do at least 3

Extra work for fast-finishers

Some students finish their work more quickly than others.

You can:

· Prepare some extra tasks for the students who have finished before the rest of the class.

· Ask them to check each others work 

· Keep a fast-finishers box so they can choose another activity to do until the others have finished

Extra help for weaker students
If you have a group of weak students you may be able to give them some extra help with a task. You may need to give them more visual help such as pictures, gestures or facial expressions. If some of the students face the front of the room and the others turn towards the back, you can give extra help to the ones who can see you.

Use open-ended” questions and tasks

You can ask students to carry out an activity which they can do at their own level. For example, telling a simple story from a picture chart or answering questions such as “What did you do at the weekend?” Students can give a very simple answer or answer in more detail. ( To push the stronger students you can ask them for extra details or explanations )
Asking Questions
It is important that we think about the type of questions we ask our students so we can help them practice their language skills.

Why do we ask questions in class?
· To check that students understand new vocabulary or structures

· To give students practice

· To find out what students know

· To find out what students think

Examples of Questions Types

Yes / No questions
Do you like English?

Did you do your homework?

Do you understand?

Or questions
Are you English or Chinese?

Do you prefer apples or bananas?

Will you walk or go by bus?

WH questions 

What is your name?

Where do you come from?

When are you going home?

Why are you sitting at the front?

Who is that girl?

Whose book is this?

How long have you been here?

( “How” is included with the WH questions as it is asking for information in the same way as the others.)

Different ways of asking questions
You can 

Ask the whole class

Choose one student and ask her the question

Ask the question then choose one student to answer

Ask the students to put their hand up if they know the answer

Use a mixture of question types and ask them in different ways
Correcting Mistakes
We all learn by our mistakes and it is important to think about how and when we should correct our student’s mistakes.

Correcting spoken mistakes

· Think about the purpose of the activity. Are you looking for fluency or accuracy ?
· Decide which of the words or structures are the most important for the activity you are doing and only correct those mistakes 

· Don’t try to correct all the mistakes every time students speak as this will discourage them from trying in the future

· Let the student finish speaking before you correct the mistake

· Give the student an opportunity to correct himself by pointing out the mistake and asking him to think again

Correcting written mistakes
· For simple written work, write the correct answer on the blackboard and ask students to find their own mistakes and correct them
· Tell the students the answer and let them correct their own mistakes
· Ask the students to correct each others work or to compare their answers
· Find the most common mistakes and show the whole class how to correct them
Important things to remember

Everyone makes mistakes.

We learn by our mistake.

Try to correct mistakes in a positive way.

There is no need to correct every mistake.
