�Volunteers are expected to tackle the issue of ‘inclusion’ during their activities in a placement. The aim of this survey is to find out how many ‘vulnerable’ students and staff might benefit from our work; and also to find out what support systems are already in place, leading to discussions about how this support might be improved.
